The Civil Aviation Sector is a key component of development,
as its growth directly impacts other sectors across India. The
quick movement of passengers and goods enhances
efficiency and competitiveness and in turn, creates a robust
business environment.

Civil Aviation sector also contributes to the GDP by providing
direct as well as indirect employment opportunities through
Airports, Airlines, Cargo, Maintenance Repair and Overhaul
Organisations (MROs), Flying Training Organisations (FTOs),
Aviation Academy, Ground Handling and other associated
industries.

One of the biggest sector influenced by the Civil Aviation is
Tourism. By providing accessible flights to different locations,
the Civil Aviation Sector plays a key role in the growth of
tourism.

While the Civil Aviation Sector has grown significantly, the
future prospects of growth of the sector are even more
encouraging.

By establishing world-class aviation infrastructure facilities and
offering reliable air connectivity may take the sector to soaring
heights.

To facilitate growth of the sector, Government of India has
launched the National Civil Aviation Policy, 2016.

Rajasthan Civil Aviation Policy 2024 intends to take the
necessary steps to boost further growth of this sector in the

State.
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2. Main objectives of National Civil Aviation Policy, 2016

» Establish an integrated eco — system for growth of civil aviation
sector, which in turn would promote tourism, increase
employment and lead to a balanced regional growth.

»> Ensure safety, security and sustainability of aviation sector
through the use of technology and effective monitoring.

» Enhance connectivity through fiscal support and infrastructure
development.

» Enhance ease of doing business through deregulation,
simplified procedures and e-governance.

» Promote the entire aviation sector chain in a harmonised
manner covering Cargo, MROs, General Aviation, Air
Ambulance, Aerospace Manufacturing, Aero sports and Skill
Development.

3.Importance of the Sector in Rajasthan

> Rajasthan is one of the most popular tourist destinations in the
country, attracting a very large number of domestic &
international tourists.

»> State has adequate land which may be utilized for setting up of
civil aviation related infrastructure.

» State has vibrant industries and service sectors which may be
grown further with the support of civil aviation facilities.

» State has good number of Airports/Airfields as detailed below:

() AAIl Controlled Airports - Jaipur, Udaipur, Kishangarh
(Ajmer), Kota




(ii) Defence Airports (with civil enclave) - Jaisalmer,
Bikaner, Jodhpur

(iii) Defence Airports - Uttarlai (Barmer), Phalodi,
Suratgarh

(iv) Private Airports - Pilani (Birla Group), Kankroli
(J.K.Group), Baran (Adani Group), Banasthali (Tonk)

(v) State Owned Airfields - Abu Road (Sirohi), Dowra
(Dungarpur), Jhunjhunu, Lalgarh (Sriganganagar),
Nagaur, Noon (Jalore), Phalodi, Sirohi, Kolana
(Jhalawar), Sojat (Pali), Chakchainpura
(Sawaimadhopur), Tarpura (Sikar), Thanagazi (Alwar),
Talwara (Banswara), Parihara (Churu), Kumher (Deeg),
Pratapgarh, Dholpur, Hamirgarh (Bhilwara).

Rajasthan Civil Aviation Policy, 2024 aims to achieve following
main objectives:

»>- Improving utilization of existing aviation infrastructure through
up-gradation and modernization of the existing infrastructure
at various airports, airstrips, helipads and heliports. In first
phase, up-gradation of Uttarlai and Udaipur Airports would be
taken up. In addition Chakchainpura (Sawaimadhopur),
Nagaur, Hamirgarh (Bhilwara), Abu Road (Sirohi) and Lalgarh
Jatan (Sriganganagar) airfields will be upgraded by installing
technical equipment and instruments required for flight
operations in night.

» Enabling city side development at major airports. In first phase
such city side development would be initiated at Jaipur Airport.

» Developing new airports at important business and tourist
centres. In first phase, a new Airport would be developed at
Kotain close collaboration with AAI.




»> Providing safe, secure, affordable and sustainable air travel for
passengers and cargo. In first phase, Cargo Complex would be
developed at Jaipur and this effort would be expanded to cover
other airports having similar potential. Inter-state and Intra-
state connectivity would be improved using various options like
UDAN etc. In first phase, efforts will be made to connect
Udaipur, Jodhpur, Jaisalmer and Bikaner.

» Attracting investments in the various fields of aviation sector
like Flying Training Organisations (FTOs), Aircraft
Maintenance Engineering (AME) Training Organisations,
Maintenance Repair and Overhaul (MRO) Organisations,
Aircraft & Component Manufacturing Organisations etc. In first
phase, FTO would be established at Jhalawar.

»- Keeping appropriate tax regime on Aviation Turbine Fuel (ATF)
to promote growth of services.

» Providing incentives under the Rajasthan Investment
Promotion Scheme 2022 (RIPS 2022) for promotion of Civil
Aviation sector.

» Leverage National Civil Aviation Policy, 2016 to enable growth
ofthe sectorin the state.
